09:00am – 11:00 am Saturday Morning 

Station 1: End Poverty/Hunger 

Make a shelter for 4 members of your team using materials provided 

Materials we need to bring/have available: 

Tarpaulin String Rope etc 

Station 2: Universal Education 

Make as many words as you can from 'Universal Education'. If a member of your team has a camera on their phone use this to photograph all of your options and keep a record of the words you made. When taking the photographs try to make the photographs as interesting as possible 

Materials: Laminated letters for ‘Universal Education’ Grid is included below, letter size isn’t too big so that we don’t waste too much laminating etc 

Station 3: Gender Equality 

Create the 'man' and 'woman' symbols from natural materials 

Materials: Nothing to bring 

Station 4: Child Health 

Using the available materials you must make a parachute for your egg (child!!). There are also pens available for you to name your egg and to decorate accordingly! At the end of this activity all groups will be challenged to launch their egg off a high point, you must have made the parachute strong enough to save your egg from smashing upon its landing! 

You can use only the paper, tape, string and scissors available at the base! 

Materials to bring: Eggs, Paper, Scissors, String

Station 5: Maternal Health 

Use the available materials to make a simple item of clothing/essential bedding for a newborn child born in a 3rd world country. 

The design of the item is not important but you should consider the practicalities for a newborn child / mother when creating this item of clothing. Materials to bring: Scrap Fabrics, Needles, Thread, String, Glue, 

Station 6: Fight Diseases

In your team you need to create a Rap about how to prevent the spread of germs. This should last for no longer that 1 minute. At the end of the activity you will be asked to perform this to all of the other teams. 

Materials to bring: nothing 

Station 7: Environmental Sustainability 

Create something useful from plastic bottles, try and think of something which other teams won’t have created. Your creation should be a unique idea, useful and strong enough to complete its function. 

Materials to bring: Plastic bottles, tape, scissors 

Station 8: Global Partnership 

Bring a famous landmark to life using materials provided. The landmark can be from any country but must be recognisable! 

Materials to bring: a Couple of bags of recycling?? 

Station 9: Violence against women 

At this station you will find a number of facts about the WAGGGS ‘Stop the Violence’ campaign. Your team must choose one of these facts and make a poster based on this fact. The poster should be suitable for youth members of guiding, teaching them about the campaign and the importance of speaking out t for girls rights. 

Materials to bring: Pens, paper, coloured paper, glue.

Facts:

· UN Women estimates that up to six out of ten girls and women globally will be subject to violence or abuse in their lifetime

· Domestic violence is the single biggest cause of injury and death to girls and women aged between 15 and 44 worldwide 

· 60 million girls are sexually assaulted at or on their way to school each year 

· Women and girls constitute 80 per cent of the estimated 800,000 people trafficked annually, with the majority trafficked for sexual exploitation 

· Over three million girls a year still suffer the trauma and long-term consequences of female genital mutilation 

· More than 60 million girls worldwide are child brides, married before the age of 18 

· In post-conflict and disaster situations girls and women are at high risk of violence and sexual assault
